Over wheel lashing is the engineering designated load securing method

Road Transport – All markets

Two wheel chocks and one strap per wheel. Minimum of two wheels to be
secured per car. 

Loading angle maximum of 8 ° . Travel angle not to exceed 25 °

Check under body clearance for contact of exhaust system. Do not use if 
vulnerable 



Four chocks and at least two straps per car.
At least two wheel per car to be secured.
Loading angle maximum of 8/9 degrees 

Check drive through for potential contact with 
alloys and tyres. Rear body profile and alloy 
wheels are vulnerable 



Rail handling requirements 

Ensure all ramp angles are minimised to prevent under body 
contact. Ensure carriage crossovers are level and speeds
are low at all times 



Deep Sea, Short Sea and Ferry loading

Ensure that loading ramps do not exceed an angle of 8° from the 
horizontal 

Loading speeds should not exceed 5mph and heavy breaking avoided
